For spiritual growth to happen effectively in the life of any
Christian, there must be a connection with those who are
able to mentor others.

For this reason, some Bible study groups have already created a home
group ministry. While mid-week services lend themselves to more interaction, they
do not provide the atmosphere and environment necessary for people to “know each
other” on a more personal level. Christ meant for the family of God to know each other
through loving relationships that bind one another for life.

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DEVELOPING THE FAMILY OF GOD

In a time when the family is seriously fragmented and dis-
functional, the church is well equipped to lend to people a
place and an experience where they can feel love and ac-
ceptance...aHOME.

And, home groups present a home envi-
ronment that is welcoming, orderly and peaceful . . . a place you could invite a friend!

COMMUNITY POINTES IS OUR KEY TO GROWTH

You multiply by dividing! That's a well known principle in physics. Your body is made
up of millions of cells . . . cells in your muscles, skin tissue, organ tissue, blood and so
forth. Every seven years your body replaces itself through the dividing and multiplying
of individual cell groups. The church body grows the same way!
